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Adoptionism – also called “Dynamic Monarchians”.  Jesus was God only in the sense that God infused his power upon his human person. A form of modalism/Sabellianism.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Apollinarianism –  Named for Apollinarius. Christ had no human mind. Refuted by Gregory Nazianzus. 
Arianism – Named for Arius. The Son, 2nd Person of the Trinity, is not fully divine.  Pretemporal, but not eternal. Highest of all created things.  Jesus Christ is not consubstantial with the Father or with Humanity.
Docetism – from dokeo “I seem”.  Considered the Humanity of Jesus to be apparent rather than real.  Attacked by Ignatius.
Ebionism – A Judaizing sect of Christians who taught that Jesus was only a human son born of Mary and Joseph (not Divine) who had the fullness of the spirit come upon him at his baptism.
Eutychianism – Named for Eutyches. Opposite of Nestorianism.  Fused the two natures of Christ.  Also denied that Christ’s manhood was consubstantial with ours.  Also Called Monophysitism
Macedonianism – Same as Pneumatomachi
Modalism – denied the permanence of the three persons of the Trinity.  Distinctions in the Godhead are only transitory. God appears/acts/reveals in three difference modes (hence the name), but the modes are not distinct.   Also called Patripassionism.
Monarchianism – attempt to do justice to the unity of the Godhead.  However, did not do justice to the independence and subsistence of the Son.  Two branches: Adoptionists and Sabellians
Monophysitism – Christ only has one nature, not two. Eastern groups who hold this may be Orthodox.
Monothelitism – only one will, the divine, in the God-man.  Similar theological issues to monophysitism. Eastern groups who hold this may be Orthodox.  
Nestorianism – Christ had two persons: Human and Divine.  Also used as a label for Antiochene Christology. 
Patripassionism – literally means “father-suffering”.  It was a label for Modalists and Sabellians because they believed that the father suffered on the cross.
Pneumatomachi – “Fighters against the Spirit,” denied the full Deity of the Holy Spirit. Same as Macedonianism.
Sabellianism – Modalist form of monarchailism named for famous champion Sabellius.  Also called Modalism.
Socinianism – a moderate form of unitarianism
Subordinationism – some form of subordination of the persons.  The son is subordinate to the Father and the HS is subordinate to both.
Tritheism – Three Gods: Father, Son, and Holy Spirit
Unitarianism – rejects the doctrines of the Trinity and Divinity of Christ in favor of the unipersonality of God.

Orthodox Formulations
The Niceno-Constantinopolitan Creed (Western version)

I believe in one God, the Father Almighty, maker of heaven and earth, and of all things visible and invisible.
And in one Lord Jesus Christ, the only-begotten Son of God, begotten of His father before all worlds, God of God, Light of Light, true God of true God, begotten, not made, being of one substance with the Father [ὁμοουσιον], by whom all things were made; who, for us men and for our salvation, came down from heaven and was incarnate by the Holy Spirit and the virgin Mary, and was made man; and was crucified also for us under Pontius Pilate. He suffered and was buried. And the third day He rose again according to the scriptures, and ascended into heaven, and sits at the right hand of the Father. And He shall come again with glory to judge both the living and the dead, whose kingdom shall have no end.
And I believe in the Holy Spirit, the Lord and giver of life, who proceeds from the Father and the Son, who with the Father and the Son together is worshiped and glorified, who spoke through the prophets. 
And I believe in one holy catholic and apostolic church. I acknowledge one baptism for the forgiveness of sins. And I look for the resurrection of the dead and the life of the world to come. Amen.

The Chalcedonian Definition

We, then, following the holy Fathers, all with one consent, teach people to confess one and the same Son, our Lord Jesus Christ, the same perfect in Godhead and also perfect in manhood; truly God and truly man, of a reasonable [rational] soul and body; consubstantial [co-essential] with the Father according to the Godhead, and consubstantial with us according to the Manhood; in all things like unto us, without sin; begotten before all ages of the Father according to the Godhead, and in these latter days, for us and for our salvation, born of the Virgin Mary, the Mother of God [θεοτοκος, God-bearer], according to the Manhood; one and the same Christ, Son, Lord, only begotten, to be acknowledged in two natures, inconfusedly, unchangeably, indivisibly, inseparably; the distinction of natures being by no means taken away by the union, but rather the property of each nature being preserved, and concurring in one Person and one Subsistence, not parted or divided into two persons, but one and the same Son, and only begotten God (μονογενῆ Θεὸν), the Word, the Lord Jesus Christ; as the prophets from the beginning [have declared] concerning Him, and the Lord Jesus Christ Himself has taught us, and the Creed of the holy Fathers has handed down to us.
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
